Day 1: CALGARY TO BANFF (DINNER) 

 Arrive Calgary International Airport and after clearing immigration & collecting your luggage 
proceeds to exit gate to meet your Tour manager and board the bus & transfer to Banff. Check in 
hotel & Rest of the day is at leisure. In the evening transfer to Indian restaurant for dinner. Overnight 
in Banff hotel. 
 

Day 2: BANFF - LAKE LOUISE – BANFF (BREAKFAST & DINNER) 

After breakfast, we proceed on half day tour of Banff. Banff is a resort town in the province of 
Alberta, located within Banff National Park.
