River. Nearby Wilderness Natural Park, part of the sprawling Garden Route 

National Park, is a habitat for wildlife including leopards, monkeys and eagles. 

Arrive at Wilderness check into Hotel. Evening free for rest and leisure. Dinner and 

stay at Wilderness Beach or similar Wilderness. 

Day – 7 ( Wilderness – oudtshoorn - Wilderness )

along the Route 62 wine route. The nearby Cango Wildlife Ranch is a conservation 

park offering animal petting. To the north, the Cango Caves are a 20-million-year-old 

network of limestone chambers. Then we visit Cango caves, one of the world's great 

wonders, to experience the fusion of fantasy with natural beauty in the world's finest 

stalactite caves. Thereafter proceed to Cango Ostrich Farm to avail the ever had 

opportunity to Interact ostriches or stand on top of ostrich egg. Later on we visit 

Cheetah Land and Crocodile Farm at Cango wildlife ranch. Dinner and stay at 

Wilderness Beach or similar.  

Day – 8 ( Wilderness – Mossel Bay ) 

After Breakfast we check out and proceed towards Mossel Bay. Mossel Bay is a 

harbour town on the Garden Route in South Africa’s Western Cape Province. It’s 

known for the wide Santos Beach and the 19th-century Cape St. Blaize Lighthouse, 

which offers bay view.
