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Almeria
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Ringed by mountains and crowned by a spectacular fortress, Spain’s sunniest
city mixes shopping centres and tapas bars with a medieval old town of narrow
streets and tranquil squares. Along the coast you can find fishing villages,
popular resorts and the secluded beaches and wild landscape of the Cabo de
Gata-Nijar Natural Park.
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The Arabs named Almeria Al-Mariyya, which
means 'mirror of the sea'. There is an Eastern
feel to this sun-bleached city with its
Moorish-style houses and signature Alcazaba
fortress. The links to the North of Africa remain
strong with frequent ferries going to Morocco
and Algeria. In the Plaza Vieja, the Ayuntamiento
(Town Hall) preserves the banner presented by
the Catholic Monarchs when they banished the
Moors in 1489.
