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Māori oral history and archaeological evidence

The rst European landed in Canterbury in 1815

and Christchurch became a city by Royal Charter

on 31 July 1856, making it the oldest city in New

Zealand. Many of the city's original Gothic

buildings dated from this period.

Christchurch is the largest city in the South 

Island of New Zealand, and one of the world’s

most unique destinations. Bordered by the Port

Hills and the Pacic Ocean, it is situated on the

Canterbury Plains with the Southern Alps as a

majestic backdrop, allowing for a huge array of

experiences all within just a few hours’ drive.

(9.4 km) from the airport and several transport
