This is probably in part to

Daytona Beach's subtropical climate, which can

be hot in the summer with daily brief

thunderstorms, but dry and mild in spring and

summer with highs in the 75 to 80 degrees

Fahrenheit.

It is surrounded by the towns of Holly Hill and

Ormond Beach to the north, and Daytona Beach
